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Chocolate Party Posts Sweet Success

The second year’ s acharm for the silent art auction

For the past five years, ClearWater
Conservancy’ schocolate party hasbeen
al about the chocolate — incredible,
mouth-watering, decadent chocolate. At
thisyear’ s event, chocolate was still the
centerpiece, but the silent art auction
came into its own in both popular-
ity and fundraising success.

“The auction has taken on a won-
derful momentum,” said Darlene
Weener, who coordinated the auc-
tion, and co-chaired the event with
Kelleann Foster. “It captures
peopl€’ s imagination and generos-
ity.”

Any way you look at it, “For the
Loveof Art & Chocolate’ hasbuilt
on previous momentum to mekethis
year's event, held Jan. 23 at the
Penn Stater Conference Center, the
best ever. Despite a new dusting
of snow, about 400 peopl e attended
(up from 300 in 2003), eventudly
pushing into an overflow room. The
event raised over $15,000 (includ-
ing both ticket sdesand auction pro-
ceeds) for ClearWater, a huge 50
percent increase over the $10,000
raised last year.

This was the second year for the
nature-themed art auction, which
aready promises to be even more
popular next year. Thefirst auction

featured 17 pieces by 17 artists and
raised $2,100. Thisyear’ s auction grew
to more than 50 pieces by 37 artists, and
proceeds more than doubled to $5,500.

Art lovers crowded around displayed
works throughout the auction, and bid-
ding was spirited. “ Everything sold, with
dightly more than half the pieces going

for more than market value,” Darlene
sad.

Obtaining the art was alengthy process
that began with contacting al the artists
who participated last year, as well as
others suggested by painter Jennifer
Kane, who aso contributed one of her
own works depicting a landscape she
passes on the way to one of her
studios. Almost every artist con-
tacted agreed to participate.
“People were so generous,”
Darlene said. “It was very heart-
warming.”

In someinstances, auction organiz-
ers had their eye on a particular
work that would fit well with the
nature theme of the auction and the
work of ClearWater Conservancy.
For instance, photographer Sue
Batcheler got a cal from Darlene
concerning a photo she took back
in 1988. The image depicts the
weathered-wood covered bridge
over Spring Creek at Spring Creek
Park, shrouded in migt, with yellow
blossoms in the foreground.

With most artists, though, organiz-
ers smply explained the theme of
the auction and the goals of
ClearWater and left the choice up
totheartist. “Most of the artists put
alot of thought into what they were
goingto donate,” said Darlene, who
contributed a work of her own —

GRANT FUNDING

The Western Pennsylvania Watershed
Program granted $25,000 to support
ClearWater’ s new Riparian Conserva
tion Program and to supplement
funding provided by the PA Depart-
ment of Environmenta Protection’s
Growing Greener program and the
Cheseapeake Bay Small Watershed
grants program. ClearWater is
partnering with the Spring Creek
Chapter of Trout Unlimited on this
project.

The Riparian Conservation Program
will kick off in the spring with the
creation of a demonstration site on
Spring Creek at Eugene Fasick
Memoria Park. In cooperation with
Harris Township and Centre Region
Parks & Recreation, the riparian area
along Spring Creek will be planted with
native trees and shrubs. Interpretive

panels will be created and installed on
Ste to explain how riparian buffers
help to improve water quality.

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CLEARWATER DemONSTRATES “ WATERSHED-W/ISE” TECHNIQUES

Project Participants Await First Full Growing Season for the Landscape

ClearWater staff and volunteers
who have been involved in our
demonstration project of “water-
shed-wise” techniques eagerly
await spring. We're excited to see
how the rain garden, backyard
wildlife habitat and native wildflower
meadow plantings fill in this year.

The project’s success is due to the
support of local businesses and
volunteers. Many volunteers and
donors worked together to convert
our office site. Entitled “Conserva-
tion Techniques for Watershed-
Wise Backyards and Businesses,”
the project demonstrates ways that
each of us can work toward im-
proving the quality of the watershed
by decreasing stormwater runoff,
increasing groundwater recharge,
and improving wildlife habitat.

THe ProJdect GoaLs

Decreasing Stormwater Runoff
Stormwater runoff has become a
concern in residential and com-
mercial areas, not only because it
causes flooding problems, but also
because it pollutes local streams.
Impervious surfaces, such as
roads, parking lots, and rooftops,
cannot absorb stormwater. Rain
travels over these surfaces, picking
up sediment, pesticides, oil, and
nutrients on its way to the storm
sewer system. Storm sewers
typically take this untreated
stormwater to a local body of
water. This polluted stormwater
runoff is a major source of impair-
ment to our streams, negatively
impacting the people, plants, and
animals which depend on high

quality water.

Increasing Groundwater
Recharge

Rising demand for water is deplet-
ing our groundwater supplies. We
can conserve groundwater by
reducing our water use and by
encouraging stormwater infiltration
through the soil, which recharges
the groundwater.

Improving Wildlife Habitat
Development results in a loss of
wildlife habitat through the removal
of the vegetation that animals need
for cover, food, and migration
corridors. Minimizing the removal
of wildlife habitat and improving
backyard wildlife habitat helps to
protect biodiversity.

THE “ WATERSHED-WISE”
T ECHNIQUES DEMONSTRATED

Rain Gardens
For the homeowner, a rain garden
can simply be a shallow, land-
scaped depression in the yard,
positioned to capture stormwater
runoff. Rain
gardens are
planted with
native, water-
tolerant plants,
and can
include a mix
of trees,
shrubs, peren-
nials, and
grasses.

By intercepting
stormwater
runoff, rain
gardens help
to improve
water quality

by decreasing the amount of
polluted stormwater reaching our
streams. Stormwater captured by
rain gardens soaks through the
soil, filtering pollutants that would
otherwise enter our streams.
Instead, this filtered stormwater
recharges groundwater supplies.

ClearWater Conservancy’s rain
garden is located at the rear of our
building to capture stormwater that
runs off of Atherton Street and our
parking area. The rain garden was
previously a gravel area measuring
approximately 400 square feet.
Approximately 1,000 square feet of
asphalt were removed by
Hawbaker to expand the planting
area and make way for the rain
garden. After the depression was
created, the rain garden was
planted with native, water-tolerant
plants by a crew of volunteers. By
capturing stormwater runoff, our
rain garden reduces the amount of
polluted stormwater reaching our
streams and encourages ground-
water infiltration.

Rain Barrels

Rain barrels are large containers
that are placed at downspouts to
capture rooftop runoff and store it
for later use, such as for watering
flower and vegetable gardens.
Rain barrels can either be con-
structed or purchased. They not
only decrease the demand on our
water supply and reduce
stormwater runoff, but also help
save money on water bills.

Rooftops are sources that are
often overlooked when landowners
think about managing stormwater,
but roofs are typically a large
component of a property’s impervi-
ous surface. Rooftop runoff inter-
cepted by rain barrels is prevented
from leaving the property and
reaching streams.

ClearWater’s rain barrel, donated
by The Spruce Creek Company, is
located under a downspout which
receives stormwater from 924
square feet (nearly a third) of our
roof. The rain barrel has a spigot
to fill watering cans, and also an
outlet attached to a soaker hose
which waters an adjacent garden
bed.

Lawn alternatives

Reducing or eliminating lawns will
not only save you from the chore of
mowing, but will also reduce
stormwater pollution, increase
groundwater recharge, and provide
wildlife habitat. Using alternatives
to lawn, such as groundcovers,
native wildflower meadows, and
woodland gardens, provides more
wildlife habitat and requires less
watering and chemical application
than a lawn. Because lawns form
a dense, shallow root mass, they
do not allow much stormwater to
penetrate them. Using lawn alter-
natives near streams is especially
effective at reducing pollution

entering streams, stabilizing
streambanks, and providing wildlife
habitat.

The front lawn at ClearWater's
office, approximately 3,200 square
feet in area, was removed in late
summer 2003 and planted with
native wildflower meadow seeds.
This summer, we expect to see big
bluestem, black-eyed Susan, beard
tongue, and New England aster,
just to name a few of the species
planted.

Backyard Wildlife Habitat
Providing wildlife with the re-
sources they need, such as water
and plants for cover, food, and
nesting, not only helps them sur-
vive, but also will draw wildlife to
your yard for your enjoyment.
Plants should be selected to
provide food and cover throughout
the year. Native, fruit-producing
trees and shrubs, such as oaks,
serviceberries, dogwoods, and
viburnums, provide food for wildlife.

In our backyard wildlife habitat
demonstration, trees, shrubs, and
herbaceous plants offer structural
variety to provide different niches
for wildlife. An evergreen tree and
evergreen shrubs provide winter

cover, while fruit-bearing shrubs
such as redosier dogwoods, black
chokeberries, and blueberries
provide food for wildlife. Butterfly
weed, bee balm, and false indigo
provide nectar for butterflies and
hummingbirds.

Native Plants

Native plants are those that occur
in a particular region without
human intervention. Because they
have adapted to local physical and
biotic conditions, native plants
often require less fertilizer and
watering than exotic species once
established. Also, native plants
provide the food and shelter with
which native animals have evolved.

Our office site previously had
minimal landscaping, with crown
vetch (a highly-invasive, nonnative
plant), some yews, and a pair of
purple-leaf sand cherries framing
the entrance. These plants were
all removed, with the exception of a
very large blue Colorado spruce.
Native plants, most of them do-
nated by Black Bear Nursery, were
installed by volunteers. See our
partial plant list (on page 10).

Impervious Surface Reduction
Impervious surfaces are those
which do not allow water to pen-
etrate them. Examples of impervi-
ous surfaces include parking lots,
driveways, roads, and rooftops.

By reducing impervious surfaces,
stormwater runoff is reduced and
groundwater infiltration is in-
creased. For new construction,
reducing impervious surface can
be achieved by building narrower
streets and smaller parking lots,
using shared driveways, and
eliminating cul-de-sacs.

Alternatives to traditional paving,
which often are suitable for over-
flow parking and low-traffic areas,

porous concrete, grass paving
blocks, gravel, and mulch. By
reducing impervious surface,
stormwater can be absorbed into
the ground, reducing stormwater
pollution of streams and flooding.

Our office site’s impervious sur-
face was reduced by approximately
2,350 square feet. Approximately
1,000 square feet of asphalt were
removed and replaced with the
plants of the rain garden, and
another 1,350 square were re-
moved where an unnecessary
second driveway was located.

This area has been replaced with
the lawn alternatives demonstration
(the native wildflower meadow).
We also plan to install grass paver

blocks in a small section of
overflow parking.
