
ClearWater Conservancyôs Watershed Cleanup Day 2010 marked fourteen successful years of combating littering 

and illegal dumping in the Spring Creek Watershed and beyond.  Over 350 volunteers representing more than 30     

organizations braved the cold and windy weather to help keep Centre County beautiful.  Thanks to these hardworking  

individuals, ClearWater was able to properly dispose of 129 tons  of trash collected from county roadsides, parks, 

streams, sinkholes, and forests!  This total included 13 tons of tires, 53 tons of scrap metal, and 63 tons of other assorted 

trash.  Thanks to grants from the PA Department of Environmental Protection, ClearWater and the Centre County Solid 

Waste Authority also partnered to remove 522 tons of trash from a massive sinkhole dump in Haines Township.  This 

yearôs tonnage brings the project total to a stunning  2,738 tons of illegal waste removed from the landscape since 1997!
